“Cappuccino” Workshop Supply List

Pattern: Cappuccino by Quiltworx / Judy Niemeyer

This pattern contains enough papers to make either 6 placemats or 4 placemats and a table runner.  

A jelly roll or package of 2 ½” strips can be used for this project if it contains enough strips for good contrast.  Extra strips might be needed for scrappy binding, or yardage if you would like all your binding to match.  If you are cutting strips from fat quarters, you will need (3) strips for each colour.
Each placemat has 3 units, and each unit requires (2) 2 ½” strips of fabric (6 strips total per placemat).  These 2 strips should contrast in order to have the most effective spikes. Spend a few moments picking out your 6 strips for your first placemat for the class.  The table runner is actually 2 placemats together, so it requires 12 strips, or 6 sets of 2 contrasting strips. Sashing - .6 metre or 5/8 yard
Binding - (2) 2 ½” strips per placemat required, and (4) strips for the runner.
Batting and Backing - Placemats finish at 14” x 20” each; Runner finishes at 14” x 40”
Required for class : 
Cutting mat 18" x 24" preferred





Rotary Cutter with a new or sharp blade (45mm or 60mm are fine)

Sharp or extra fine sewing pins
Ruler - 3" x 12" or similar size) (longer if cutting strips in class)
Fold Template, 3” x 12” piece of template plastic (Can be purchased from instructor for $1.00)
Fabric Glue Pen (Clover, Sewline, Fons & Porter all fine) (mandatory)
Repositionable Glue stick (I can supply for $5.00)
12” Add a Quarter Ruler (mandatory)
Microtex Needles 80/12 (recommended)
Sewing machine, cord, foot pedal – suggested feet include any Open Toe Foot and ¼ Inch Foot
Extension Cord







Cotton piecing thread – neutral to match your fabrics, plus matching bobbin
Scissors (thread snips)
Seam ripper
